
Baptismal Preparation 
 

 
St. Rita Parish participates in a Regional 
Baptismal Preparation process with our 
Sister Parishes, St. Paul and Precious Blood. 
The process is designed to help parents be 
able to celebrate the sacrament with their 
children in a fruitful fashion. We highly 

encourage families to take advantage of the program during the 
time of pregnancy if possible, that way the baptism can be 
scheduled anytime after the child’s birth. We celebrate Baptism of 
Infants and Children younger than seven almost every Sunday of 
the year. For children older than seven years of age contact the  
Religious Education Office.  
 
 
WHO: The program needs to be attended by either a parent or  
  god parent of the child to be baptized. 
 
WHAT: The Program is held six times a year and take    
  approximately one and a half hours. It covers all aspects 
  of the celebration, with emphasis on the symbols of   
  Baptism. At the same time we collect registration   
  information, and answer questions you may have. 
 
WHEN: The program is offered every other month and is hosted  
  at two times at each of the three parishes. You are free  
  to attend the program that best suites your time   
  schedule. Watch the parish bulletin for times and   
  locations or contact the Religious Education Office for  
  details. 
 
WHERE: January & July at St. Rita Parish 
  March & September at St. Paul Parish 
  May & November at Precious Blood Parish 
 
 
Once the preparation program has been completed you may 
schedule your child’s baptism by contacting the Office of Religious 
Education. 
 
We do require a letter from the Pastor of prospective God Parents 
that states they are a fully initiated Catholic in good standing, 
actively practicing their faith.
